application.

A current official transcript.

3. A goal statement — Consideration will be given as to the reasons for seeking
further education and other personal life goals as well as the format and
presentation of the goal statement. This statement is not to exceed one page in
length.

4. Two letters of recommendation — One letter may be from a teacher, and the
other should be from a non-related person. Please have them specifically
address the criteria of this scholarship.
